Without regard for his own
aafetys he traversed on foot epproximately thirty yerds through an enemy
mine field to the two injured men and administered emergency medical treat-
ment. Upon the arrivel of medical essistance, he directed and supervised
+he evacuation of the casualties from the mine field.
