1. On 1 January 1945, this compan;y was located in W1l1wiheim, 
llsace, France, and was billeted in a Ceramic Works. 

2. Reports came through that the enemy was brea.ld.ng through to 
cut otf the Saverne Gap, so at J.$OO, 2 Jann&r7 1945, a billeting 
party was sent out to locate a billet in Phalsbou.rg, llsace, west 
of the Saverne Gap. 

3. ~t 1630, 2 January 1945, this unit moved to Phalsbourg, llsace. 
The movement was by infiltration, and blackout. During the movement 
the Spare Parts Truck collided with a disabled French tank of the 2nd 
D.B. on the Saverne Mountain Pass. This unit's vehicle, a 6xh 2i ton 
truck, was totally destroyed. 

4. This unit was billeted in Phalsbourg, llsace, tor the remaind­
er of the month of January 1945. During this period a great deal ot 
medical supplies were furnished to elements of the divi8ion fighting 
in and around Hatten, llsace, France.

'.L11roughout t he month of February, Coq>any "A" continued to operate as 
"Holding station" for minor illnesses occurring in the 14th A.rr!¥:>red Division. 
No change of location was made during the month, the installation remaining at 
Lixheim, kr. Saarburg, France, with the station adequately housed in a school 
building mentioned in unit history for month of January. 

The patient load was very light during the entire mOnth, probably because 
of the following factors: '.I.'he bulk of the 1livision was closed in Corps reserve 
most of the month; the men were not exposed to combat nor to the elerents; unit 
surgeons were able to give adequate care to many minor illnesses in quarters; 
and a seasonal decrease in respiratory infections with the advent of warmer weather. 

Aside from one case of simple hepatitis 1f.i..th jaundice, no unusual nor serious 
medical problems were encountered in this installation. Chemotherapy with sulfa­
diazine was 1f.i..dely and freely used as a matter of general lOOdical policy, even 
in diseases of virus etiology, such as the common cold and influenza, provided 
the medical officers felt that secondary bacterial infections or other complications 
might prolong convalescence. J.t is felt that this 'Oolicy has saved many man-days 
for the Di.vision. Only one complication possibly attributable to sulfadiazine 
therapy was noted: one man became oliguric, developed ureteral colic and 
hematuria, and was transferred to an A:rrrry hospital. 

A total of 163 patients were admitted during the month, including ten 
neuropsychiatric cases, 12 injuries, three cases of trench foot, and 138 other 
diseases. i-Io battle casualties were treated. 

Transportation of patients to the station was accomplished, as formerly, by 
Coq>any "AII ambulances stationed at each of the other lettered companies, o4th 
Medical Battalion, Armored. Transfer of patients to Army lOOdical installations 
was by a platoon of the 582nd Ambulance ComPany. 

The llivision Neuropsychiatrist and the Division rrosthetics Cfficer contirmed 
to function with this Company throughout the month. 

Training of Col!Jlany personnel included daily orientation and news broadcast, 
physical conditioning, review of basic mdical subjects, and review of chenri.ca1 warfare. 
Frequent inspections kept sta.IXiards of motor maintenance, personal cleanliness, 
and milltary courtesy at a high level.

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For the first part of Ma.rch this compa.n;y remained in Phal.bourg, France 
contiming its activities of re-supply am maintenance. Nen reports re­
vealed the excellent progress of the other Allied Armies, and the men were 
becoming ilIIpatient at their state of inactivity. Morale and discipline, how­
ever, remained very high. . 

Pvt. Claude 1. Peters, 33 188 952, joined the company on March 4th, This 
reinforcement brought the company up to full enlisted strength. 

On March 7th, Pfc. Robert L. Shebs, .36 65u 600, was placed on temporary 
duty with the I & E Section of the division. He is working with the Public, 
Relations Offlcer. 

The comparw .moved to Ingenheim, France, on March 13th. The movement was 
made without any umaual occurence. Morale sky-rocketed as the !'UI'1or of a 
i~ondi.ng attack circulated.. The same evening a company party was held in 
Pbalsbourg. The Division Band furnished dance muSiC, and several Alsatian 
eirls were present as dance partners. Later, a midnight snack wav served. 
From all comments, the party was v~r,y successful. 

On March 14th, Tech. 5th Grade Ashley A. Briggs, )6 ~84 869, received 
orders confirming the award of'the Bronze Star for meritorious service. This 
was th,~ first decoration awarded to any man or offlcer in this unit. The 
orders were read and pr~sented to Cpl. Brig~i's at a company forn.ation. 

March 15th brought two additions to the company. Pfc. Oval D. WeO-ver, 
39 277 927, and Pvt. Claude Horne, 34 9u3 475, joined this unit as re"01ace­
ments for Pfc. li.obert L. Shebs and Pvt. Edgar C. Ste'phan 'who were transferred 
to Companies "e" and "B" of this battalion, respectively.

Although the company was quite cami'ortab~r sitU:1.ted at Lonswiller, the station 
itseJ.t was inadequate, both for space in the st~tion, and. at the entI"'J to Admission. 

We were informed on the first d<\V of the month that CClt All, whom lie 'Here support­
ing, was short4r to replace CC"IJI on the line near Pf'affenhoffen in defensive action.

maintenance, \'rhich has, since then, proven to be of inestima.ble value. -.Ie carried on 
a tra:i,nin.£ schedule of about three hours daiJ,J- in technical medical and chemical l'r.:l.I'­

fare subjects, a.nd continued the I & E program. The com~ "las cOI:lfortabl,y billeted 
in a large auditorium, and the kitchen was moved in. The mess y·;as established in the 
basement. Vie could have fought it out. :in in this establish..-nent for a lonf t1me. 

On the m:>rning of the fifteenth at about 0330 the moment and occasion for \'Ihich 
all had been waiting finall1' aITived -- the Seventh Arn\y took the offensive over 
it's entire front. The mission of the Division in the operation at it's beginnin[" vas 
to pass through the 36th after the breeJrt,hrourh was made, and, as it was last De cam­
ber, to seize the crossings of the Lauter River. 

To this end. CC"AI!, composed of 68, 25, C-125, C-94 was divided into three task 
forces, whose original objective was Hissembourg. To support. these t:lsk forces, e.:lch 
composed of elements of the Tanks, Infantl'1, 8.:l.valry' and Engineers, rle attached tyro 
ambulances to each. In addition we sent three technicians to the Aid station of Task 
Force Blue. The can~ was split in two sections on 17 1 • ..:1.rch so tmt one section could 
establlih a Station enroute and the other section could continuc on vrith Combat Com­
mand Trains. Several plans were made but it .was final~ decided that one section 
would drop ott at l.1ertzwiller, and open the first clearing sta.tion there. Until that 
station waS open all casualties were to be eva.cuated to "A" Com}x\l1Y' in Hochfelden. 

On the afternoon of 17 karch we reweived orders to meet the I.P. at Ettendorf 
at 0530, following .r.:.aintenance Section, 25th ',rank Battalion. It.. Flienor and I loc­
ated a site for the first station in kertzwilier -- in a gasthaus ---- one of the 
tew buildings in Mertzwill.er which was not a shambles. 

v1hile we were eating breakfa.st the next. mOrnine, we received a message to meet 
the I.P. at 04,30 instead of 0530. ~uite a scramble ensued, but we moved out in bl.:l.ck­
out. in an hour and a half, and met our I.P. on t:1me. rle had t'o wait fii'teen minutes 
before getting' into column.

The towns were :in utter ru.in, not:. a. house standing, hardl\y a brick left one 
on top ot the other - the streets were hea.vy with the dust of plaster from the 
ruins. The church where the eneDV had held out. so long in Rittershotfen 'Was ccmplste­
~ demolished. We looked. on those ruins with mingled thoughts and emotiona ­
"'There d:id Ginley run to the aid ot the tallan doughboy"? Was that the house where 
St:iefel and Rosenberg and the others-sweated out. the enel9' t1re? Blin all about. us, 
and the heaV)" silence of a town which died violent death - and over there, a 
common gra. ve made by the eneav "Forty Seven American Soldiers." 

The column moved on, through these to'WDS, through marked m1net1elds, on up to 

Oberseebach and established a station in one ot the scholls. 


CC II A" was attacking in the Siegfried Line by the early morning of the twentieth 

and continued pushing through Schweighotfen, KapSl'leyer, Ste:infeld, Schaidt, untU the 

11n.e was over.run on the twenty fourth and tnenty fifth. 


Since it \'BS thought that the Camnand might make a breakthrough half' the COlllpal\T 


was attached to CC"AII Combat Trains. We moved out ot Oberseebach in the late afternoon, 

passed thru Altenstadt., into Germa.lW'. The column came to a stop with us just outside 

Kapm'l'eyer - we. later learned that the head of the column had been pinched ott 

north of Schaidt and M:i.nfeld. We sat on the side of the road untU three, before 1'Ie 

received ordera to pull off the road, An eerie wait it was too, arti1le17 around us 

roared, pour:ing it into the columns ot the retreating eneDV. KapslVY'er was on tire and 

off behind us to the lett ivere burning the ruins ot Obr-Q:.terbach - the high point 

of our Division's ottensive last December, now taken by the 36th. 


So at 0300 we turned our column around. and moved back to Sch'W8ighotren and went 

to sleep in the building former~ occupied by the Aid Station - where Burgio1 s 

anbula.nce was damaged by shellfire.

1 April found the company on the move again. 'i/e latt the field 

in the Siegfried Line and crossed the Rhine at 1800 near ·1[orms, and 

arrived at Ober Rummstedt at 2145 where we were supposed to set up 

a Holding Station. However at 0830 the following morning we left 

Ober Rummstedt for Ruck, arriving there at 1700. The station was set 

up on the first floor of 8 partially·wrecked building. Most of the 

company lived in tents in the adjoining field. 


On 4 April the company moved to Lohr A/1~8-in where we occupied a. 
large school house. Three days leter the company, less eleven men, 
moved to Gossenheim in support of CC"H", and returned to l.ohr on 
8 April. The next day the entire company moved to a health resort at 
Bad Neuhaus A/Seale near Neustadt. The Holding 3tation was again set. up 
at this place. Then, on 11 April, the holding duties and 11 men were 
turned over to Hq Co, and the rest of the company left tor Romhild 
where we arrived at 2330 after a very rough blackout drive. The

After thii the company moved very rapidly in the wake of CC"E".

en the IJOrning of April 1, E.::.ster Sund:V, C-84 moved with the oo.ttalion north 
from SchTl8i8hotten, across the Inline, to the vicinity of Da.rmst2.cl:t, Germaqy. The 
m::!l'ch 'Wti.snot entirely unevenliful, beca.use lie" Co got lo!t, foilowing a: tank given 
us for protection, upset the order of narch for the batta.lion, and split. nAil Co in 
half. 0.;,11 t;:is "il:"l.S restored later, however. The march route took us from Schvreig­
hoffen to Berg Zabern, Landau, Meckenhe:im, Pfeddershem, across the Rhine at Grafs­
back, Housen, Darmstadt. and to Gundernhausen. An of this was through a beautiful, 
unspoiled countryside. We looked on all sides for evidence of destr-\lction such as 
had been the rule in France, but, except for the larce cities, there was none. 

tie came into Darmstadt. at night, but even the darkness could not cover the 
ruin of that city. It was a city of rubble piled on top of rubble. 

Captain .u-ch had. preceded the comparv as our billeting officer, and he met us 
near Darmstadt. and led the cOl.aparv into Gundernhausen, at the end of a 125 mile 
convoy. We arrived at 2]30, and as soon as we had set up the station, the cornpaZV 
bedded down. 

Our rest that night was short-lived however, for no sooner had we got into bed, 
than our Liaison Officer, Lt Potts, returned to inform the compaqv that we were to 
leave immediately with CC"A". We were to leave at 0130 2 April, following 0-48, 
and cross the 1iain River. 

The colwnn, consisting of the entire compaIV and attached iunbulance Platoon, 
was fonned :in blackout. I suppose the blackout through the toym was by no meam 
complete emugh though, because tIle column was strafed. Une o-fficer in the 25th 
was 'WOunded. We cro~e'd the llain over a Treac:lway and 'were strafed again at this 
s~e. ~ 

The column continued, in pretty jerq fashion. We dropped half the compaIV at 
a p}.aee called liespelbronn at about 1500, and the rest of us cort.inued to fol.low 
the column. llarlmess found us parked on the road, on t he side of a zoounta':in, the 
roads choked before us and behind us. It seemed as though the whole United St ct. es 
AIw lIP trying to get down the same roads. that day. We were quite near Asehaffen­
burg, the city which we sal[ bombed and strafed by air that morning while we sat. in 
colllDlD.

April, 1945 

CompSllY "AM spent Easter Sunday on the road, traveling

from Bieder-otterbaQh northeast to cross the Rhine at Worms. 

cont~u1ng on through the bombblasted city of Darmstadt to 

establish a clearing station at Gross Zimmern, Germany, in a 

large .school house. The Comp~ was in support of Combat C'omm­

. and ":a" throughollt the month, and the constant and rapid move­
ment which was to characterize the Combat Command's activity 

in .ipril began almost immediately after arrival in the assembly 

area at Gross Zimmern. Pausing only long enough to refuel and 

to prepare hot coffee, the Company moved out of Gross Zimmern 

at 0500 2 April to follow the Combat Command across the Main 

River at Woerth, and to set up a station in the field on the 

eaet bank· of the Main at Erlenbach. That afternoon one sect­

ion of the Company moved forward over mountain roads to 

Rohrbrunn, Germany, to be joined the following morning by the 

remainder of the Company. 


A few hours later, early in the afternoon of 3 April, the 

Company again moved by sections to establish a station in the 

field two miles west of Rechtenbach, on the highway between Lohr 

and Aschaffenburg. Ten minutes after the advance section had 

its tentage up, the first ambulance load of casualties arrived 

to begin a busy night. Resistance by SS troops at Lohr provided

the section with a moderately heavy load of both German and 

American wounded. 


The ambulance plat oon suffered two vehicular casualties 
in Lohr on 3 April, and it appeared for a few hours that the 
Companyts ambulance service would be seriously crippled. The 
ambulances driven by Pfc Phillip Boeing, 36625635, assistant 
driver Pfc Robert Abrell, 35750133, and Pfc Bert Layton, 35615867,
assistant Pfc Roy Staples, 35836150, were parked by the aid 
station in Lohr being loaded with casualties when German mortar 
shells began peppering the area. One shell disabled both amb­
ulances and caused new wounds in the casualties already loaded 
for evacuation. Seeing that one of the ambulances was damaged 
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beyond hope of immediate repai~, the four men named above set 
to work at once to salvage parts from the one vehicle in order 
to get the second one TUmling. After two hours of labor, with 
shells still falling near by, the second ambulance had been fit­
ted with tires, a fuel pump, and other parts, and it continued 
to give good service without further extensive ~aintenance. 
This was a highly commendable perforr.ance of duty on the part
of the named men, and it contributed materially to the ability
of the Company to ~ive medical support to the Combat Co~nand in 
the weeks which followed. Fortunately, the more seriously damag­
ed ambulance was restored to service a few days later after 
extensive third echelon repair. 

. On 4 April, the Company moved by sections to a field on the 
north bank of the Main river a mile east of Lohr, from which 
location it s~ported CCB during the battle for Gemtinden. It was 
here that ~ecArPaul E. Gill 33399848, and Pfc John Wilson 
38303307, returned from the Nancy Rest Genter, found and rejoined
the Company. At this location the Company entertained four 
American officers who had been liberated from German prisoner of 
war camps. These were the first of the hundreds and thousands 
we were to see in the following days and weeks. 

On 5 April, Pfc Rune B. Spongberg 36659200, was placed on 
detached service with the Medical Detachment, 62nd Arm'd Inf Bn. 

Early in the evening of 6 April, the Comp~y again moved 
by sections to set up a clearing station in a Nazi office build­
ing in the devastated town of Gemtinden am Main, the ruins of which 
were still blazing fiercely. Pfc Harry Greenetz, 32955332, was 
dropped from strength, being sick in 27th Evac Hospital. 

On 7 April, another move by sections was accomplished over 
difficult crose country routes to a new station site at the 
German Military Camp of Hammelburg. This was a coordinated move 
which worked out very well. The second section maintained its 
station at GemUnden while the forward section moved. At a pre­
designated time, the rear station closed and moved to an inter­
mediate point, where it was met by a guide who led it over the 
rough cross country route to join the forward section at Camp
Hammelburg. Such coordinated moves could not often be attempt­
ed because terrain and traffic usually made it impossible to pre­
dict the time required for forward displacement of the first 
section. 

At the Military Camp, a station was established in a form­
er officers barracks. Only one serious battle casualty was rec­
eived through the night, and the ~ollowing day it was necessary 
once more to move out in support of the rapidly advancing Combat 
Command "Bn. 

On 8 April, S/Sgt. Joseph D. Ciucci, 32250803, was assigned 
to the Company as a reinforcement.

Pfc Joseph
Barba, 32670501 and Teo75 JOhn R. Xearney, 32669718, retur.ning
froll the 19th Arm' d Inf Bn aid stfltion south of Bad Xissingen
with a load of casualties, back tracked the route of advance on 
the morning ~f 8 April to bring their patients to our clearing
station at Lagerb-_elburg.

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On 24 April, Gen. Pattonts "tank columns" rolled forward 
again, and Company "All moved from Hilpoltstein to the village of 
Kaldorf, near Hirschberg and Beilngries on the Altmuhl River. 
Here Combat elements met obstinate German delaying action, .and 
Company "A" set up a station in the first field which traffic 
permi~ted us to reach, as casualties began to come back at that 
pOint. This method of operation was quite successful for many
of the engagements of the aonth. Great uncertainty prevailed 
as to how far and how fast the combat elements might progress.
Resistance was sporadic, and the need for medical support was 
thus inconstant. !he Company, therefore, often moved in the CCB 
trains column, in· its entirety, setting up a station when and where ncedt:J. 
Where the casual~y load was more consistent, the standard pro­
cedure of keeping one section open while the other section 
moved forward was maintained. 

On 25 April, eight men were transferred to various medical 
detachments as follows: Pfc Joseph N. Hartman, 32552428 to Med 
Det, 125th Arm'd ~~r Bn. Tec/5 John R. Kearney, 32669718, Pfc 
Bernard B. Gavrin, 12218908, Pfc Joseph Amaral, 31246607, and 
Pic Albert Schlein, 32897933 to Med Det, 19th Arm'd Inf Bn. Tec/5
Charles E. Ferguson, 17165650 to Med Det, 25th Tank Bn. Tec/5
OrbinL. Palmer, 37221823 and Pfc Chester W. Zientarski, 36627145, 
to Ked Det, 68th Arm'd Inf Bn. . 

After a bridge had been built across tbeAltmuhl at Beiln­
gries, the Germans chose to run, and Company IIA" tailed CCB in 
the pursuit, moving 24 miles, by sections, on 26 April. The 
rear section joined the forwarn section in the field at Lobsing, 
a few miles north of the Danube. Here again the enemy blew his 
bridges ~d delayed our advance, and the station had a moderate 
casualty load that night both from CCB and the 395th Inf Reg. 

Crossing the Danube at Ingolstadt on 28 April, Company "A" 
moved 36 miles with Cel into an assembly area at Geisenfeld, where 
a skeleton station was set up in a wood working shop and billets 
were found in neighboring houses. 

At noon the following day, 29 April, the Comp~~ was again 
on the road, moving 22 miles to set up under canvas near Ober 
Munchen (west of LandShut). Here the Company spent one night,
movtDi out early in the evening of 30 April to cross the lsar 
River at Koosburg with COB. The crossing was delayed, and the 
Company spent the night huddled in the vehicles, waiting for the 
column ~o move across the ponton bridge.

The 
assigned strength at the end of the month ,was. 98 enlisted men 
and 8 offioers. 

During the month of April, Company "A" changed location

Company "A" remained in support of Combat Command "B" 

throughout the month. Liaison was ably maintained by Lieutenants 
William S. Bader and William E. Maxon. 

An aggregate of 385 American casualties were treated and 
evacuated by the Company during April. Of these 245 were battle 
casualties and 140 were non battle. In addition 4 allied and 71 
enemy casualties appeared on the Company records. Furthermore, 
many German prisoners received·treatment in the station but were 
not carried on the records, being evacuated to nearby German 
Military hosp~tals.
