PREFACE

"Order of Battle of ‘the United States Avmy, World Wer II, Furo=
peanTheater of Operations--Divisions" was prepared in the Office of the
Theater Historian, Headquarters, United States Forces European Theater,
to make available an accurate digest of important facts concerning the

81xty-one (61) aivisions assigned to the uuropean Theateér.*

. . Presented in this volume are command and staff rosters; compo=
sition of divisions, attachments and detachments, aggignments and attach-
" ments- to higher units, command post locations and pertinent statistics.
With the ekceptlon of the lists of attachments and detachments which
cover only the period of combat, the material presented for each di=
vision dates from its arrival in the Buropean Theater to the end of hosgs
tilities on 9 May 1945. For units arriving from the North African Theater,
the record begins on 15 Aug 194k, the date of the invasion of Southern
France. Units which arrived in the Furopean Theate“ after 9 May 1945 are
not dealt W1th in this volume.

‘The prlnclnal sources used were ‘the historlcal records sutmitted
by the units involved, chiefly the "After Action Reports" and support-
ing documents. The research procedure for each section of the manuscript
differed, however, and effort was mmde to use every ‘document avallable
in the files of the Historical Section. These are speclfically clted in
the explanatory notes below. In addition, as research on a dlvislon was
completed as fTar as eXisting records permitted, the draft marmscript
was, wherever possible, submitled to The division for correction and
approval A flle for each unit containlnﬂ ‘all work sheets and corre-

,,,,

forwarded to the War Department for reference,

The project here presented was originally undertaken; prlor to
VE Day at the same time that the research and preparation of a series
of narrative monograph histories of the war was begun.

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The primary intent of preparing an Order of Battle then was to present
statistical material in convenient outline and tabular form for the
guldance of those engaged in more exhaustive research. It is fully
recognized that a definitive order of battle must await the completion
of research much more thorough than was possible under. the conditions
laid down for .this project . What is presented here is in-essence a
tabulation of each unit's own official record,.cross checked against
other units' official records and in most:.cases specifically approved
by the unit's historical officer. No cleim is made to any higher truth
than a reproduction of the essentials of the. offlcial record, as
accurate as circumstances-permltted.

Although the cardinal consideration in the preparation of this
work was accuracy, 1t is realized that many inaccuracles still exist
in it. It was shaped up against o deadline in only six months, in
contrast. to the order of battle of World War I which, with 1k fewer
divisions and 59 percent fewer combat days, was not completed until 12
years after the end of hostilities. A large part of the research work
and recording of facts was of necessity performed by untrained French
civilian personnel; the rate of turnover among them was high and it
was never possible to supervise their work in detail. Because the job
was undertaken during the war and finished in the theater within a
. Tew months after cegsation of hostilities, records, especially of
units rapidly redeployed or demobilized here, were not always avallable.

-But perhaps the most discouraging source of inaccuracy was.
the con¢llcting evidence of various army documents themselves on the
same facts. At one period of this study, the historical section was’
in possession of three sets of figures showing the arrival dates of.
divisions on the continent. ZFach source would normally be considered
a satisfactory one. Agreement was sought on 165 facts, .but found on
only 75. Yet all the sources¥ purported to give the gsame fact--the
arrival date of division headquarters.

Tt was soon recognized that the more figures available the
more disagreement was invited. By the same token, however, 1t was
realized that no single source could be accepted as valid, The only
solution seemed to be to seek by the multiplication of sources some
general agreement. This was usuaclly found and then a specific choice
was made from the source which critical evaluation showed most prob-
ably reliable. -

Inaccuracy crept in again in material submitited by di%iQions
directly to the Theater Eistorian w1thout the check that might have
been given in the process of forwardlng through command channels.
Direct correspondence with the divisions furthermore was often dif-
ficult and unsatisfactory. The division historien was frequently
burdened with other duties as the Division Public Relations Officer or
Information and Education Officer or operational member of the G=2
Section; when redeployment had reached its peak a different historian
might answer each request for information. ‘

For these and possibly other reasons information submitted by
the divisions was often less reliable and complete than could have L
been, desired. When drafts were sent for review, they were sometimes
returned without correction, ewven though it was known that inaccuracies
existed. Sometimes carelesslv corrected information escaped détection
until final editing; it was then too late to resubmit the data because
the units were redeployed or inactivated.

Inaccuracies developed in the processing of the material within
the Order of Battle Section. As msterials were processed they were cop-
ied many times, often by typists who were not thoroughly familiar with
the problems involved., Even though careful proofreadings were given, -
errors continued to be found. It is evident that copyists' errors must
also have been written into the records under field conditions where
meticulous checking was impossible.

Finally the limitetions on time and personnel made necessary
a large dependence on the records of higher headquarters. It was proved
time and again that on metters of detail the testimony of higher head-
quarters was unreliable both because of their remoteness from the ev-
ent and becauss of the time lag in the recording of informstion from
subordinate units., Nevertheless any other procedure would have precluded
the possibility of finishing thls prOJect in the tlme al*otted,

With all these provisos, it is probable that the errors which
have unavoidably slipped by the compilers' most czreful scrutiny are
not so serious as to vitiate the velue of the book. It is hoped that
the work may still serve its original purpose in providing -an priadne's
thread through the la byrlntb of Iects end chronology of the military
operstions in the European Thezter.

this information was gethered were The National Jeogrephic Magezine
issue of June, 1943, Vol. LAXXIII, No. b; letter, Hg ETCUSA AG File 314.7
(Op H), 8ddrCSScd to 2ll lelSlonS, snbvect ”Unlt ‘History Reports!,
deted 22 February 1945; and, information obtﬂined from letter, Hq ETQUSA,
to all divisions, subject "Historical Date on Ground Divisions", dated
L June 1945,

This information, prepared as concisely and uniformly as possible,
is-not meent to give a complete picture of the background and -history of
the divisions' insignias. When complete informetion was not -available,
or where insignia lacks hersldic significence, .only & brief description
of the shoulder patch wss given.

AWD 41D STAFY LISTS

Command and staff lists were originally compiled in the Histors
ical Section from the following sources: “Rosters of Heys Ofiicars”, of
divisions, corps snd higher headquarters (submitted monthly by the Aid-
jutent General of Hg ®TOUSA to the War Department); YAfter fLction Reports®
with supporting documents*; and units historiss.

o These sourcses, however, proved incomplete,Joften lacking exact
dates of assumpfion of commend and dates of promotion. Tentative lists
were therefore sent to eesch division historien for completion and cors:
rection. ' ’ '

The first dete shown for sech commsnd and staff posltion is the
dete the division hesdquarters errived in the #uropean Theater and does
not necessarily indicate the date the officer assumed the position, nor
does it show the date that particular officer arrived in the theater.

As an exemple, J2j Gen idwin P. Perker, Jr, assumed command of the 78th
Infantry Division on 15 August 1942, Howevér, in this volume, the date
shown opposite his name is 26 Qctober 1944 which is the date the 78th
Infantry Division headguerters grriV&d in the turopean Theater.

"In the promotion of general officers, there are usually two
dates involved, the date of thc promotion order, snd the effective date
of renk. Wherever possible, the date of promotion order has been used.
However, where informetion, missing from the records, wes supplied by
the division through correspondence it was not always possible to control
this factor. '

The resson for selecting the date of the erder rather than the
effective date of renk was thet it conforms more nearly to the histori-
cel fact. For instence, on & February 1945, Special Order Nos 32 Wa
Department, promoted Brig Gen W G Weaver, Cemmanding Genersal of the Cbh
Division to the rank ef liajor Generslm with sn effcective date of ranx
of 5 January 1945, In this volume, the promotion is shown on the latter d-t
date, because prior to 6 Februery 1945, General Weaver was actually a
Brigedier CGensrale end all historieal documents will refer to him as
a Brigadier General.

* " fter Action Reports" ars prescribed by porsgraph 10, army Reguls-
tion 345-105 "ifilitery Records —-- Historical Records and Histories of
Orgenizetion,” dated 18 Noy 1929 as amended. after every battle or en-
gagement with the enemy, reports were mede by commenders of reglments
separate bettelions er sguadrons, companies or detachments end by ell
comnendsrs of & higher grade. It was prescribed thet such reports heve
snnexed thereto the unit end staff journsls, together with supporting
documents. Hgq HIOUSA directed that these reports be submitted monthly.
Upon receipt in Hg &T0US4, these reports were forwarded to the Histori-
cal Section for custody and use.



Another reason for selecting the date of order, or later date,
is that in some cases, a general officer was reassigned and promoted,
with an elfective date of rank which goes back to the period of his
former commend, and a date of order whigh applies to. the command to
which reassigned. Lt Gen L T Gerow was relieved from commend of the V
Corps and assigned to the command of the Fifteenth Army on.18 January
1945, On that date he was a major general, Several wecks later he wes
promoted to ‘the rank of lieutenant general, but the effsctive dute of
this renk was retroective to the period when he was in command of V
Corps. However in no period of his actiel commend of V Corps was Gene-
ral CGerow a lieutensnt general. '

ARRIVAL DAT:S IN THE &0 ON CONTINENT

Arrivel detes in the Buropesn Theater and srrivel detes on the
continent were originslly obtained from the files of Central Machine
Records Unit, Hq ETOUSA; "After .iction Reports”; Unit Histories; ond
files of AG Operations Division, Hq, ETOUSA.

The dates derived from these sources, however, were often in
conflict. All deotes were recorded on work sheets snd sources of the
information shown. These were checked cgoinst & list of srrival dates
prepared by Hgq, l2th Army Group. But the resultant discrepancies were
so lerge that a specinl request was submitted to ¢11 divisions to fur-
nish exoct dates. In most cases the new detes supplied sgrioed with
those in the “ifter Action Reports” ond unit histories. As no further
check could be mede short of research beyond the scope of this work,
these new figures were used. In the cese of units which were demobi-
lized or inactivated before they could be contacted, the "After Action
Report" or unit history dates were'salected.

- The arrival of = d1v131on usu“lly extended. over several deys -
and sometimes several monfhs. Inclusive arrivel detes, however, would
heve involved additional complicntions, It was decided therefore to
record only the date of arrivel of the division herdquarters. When
hesdquarters itself arrived over s period of two or more days, the one
date seleoted is that on which the main echelon closed. No attempt
hes been made to record the arriveal of sdvenced detachments, which
usually came to the Zuropesn Theater four to six wecks before the.

Since the.dute shown 'is the srrival dete of the main body of
the division headquerters, there sre cases where o division nctuslly
entered combat prior to its stuted errival on the continent. For
example, the three infrntry regiments of the 424 Infontry Division
- were committed on 24 December 1944, although the division headquarters
did not arrive until 18 Jenuary 1945.
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CASUALTIES (Tentative)

Casuslties (Tentative) for infem trv and qrmored divisions were
telken from = special duty. ™Battle snd Won-Battle Casualties within
Infantry and Armored DlVlSlons", prepared by Hq l2th Arisy CGroup, and
from the “G-1 Daily Summeary®™, Hg l2th Army Group of 18 ipy 1945, The
percentage ef T/b strength was also taken from the above reports.

The Per Cent of T/b figure is merely o measure indiceting the
relationship between the suthorized strength and the total casualties
for each division. These casualty figures are based solely on data
evailable on 18 May 1945,

Statistics for airborne divisions were obtained from division
adjutant generals. .

CAMPAIGHS

kost divisions furnished information regarding vanpaléns in
snswer to Historical Section request for this information. Inforumation
regarding the others weas obtained from AG, Hg USFET file of letters
authorizing battle participation credit for units in thls theater.

PRISONERS TAKEN

Great difficulty was experienced in obteining prisoner of war
figures. The Theater Provost lershal wes able to furnisn only & list
of total prisoners taken by each army, end could not break it down by
divisions. There is reason, furthermore, to be skepticazl of any PW
figure sllocating specific numbers to specific combet units.. The
method of tauvulating prisonsrs ss they proceed from enclosure to en-
closure does not guarantee thet credit will be accorded to the unit
responsible for capturing the prisoncrs. ‘ '

As no centreli.agency could furnish a divisional breskdown,
and as the extent ef resesrch wes limited by time end personel, re-
quest wss made to all divisions to submit the figures on totel pri-
soners cspbured. Most divisions snswered this request, and the figure
they supplied wes incorporated in this volume. When, for one rsason
or another, no information could be securced in this waoy, the iten was
left blank.

AWARDS' AND- DECORATIONS

Materiasl on ewerds and uecorations wes Purni hsd by the Aweards
Branch, Adjutent Genersl, Hq UST AE. 4 ‘morthly report was prepared by



that Awsrds Branch, bused upon reports from lower units, znd was for-
warded to the War Depertment. This report showed the number =nd type
of owards granted in each division, corps end sormy, end the number of
ewards given to persomnel of each arm or service to 30 Scptember 1945
inclusive. The cumuletive total of awerds shown in these monthly re-
ports furnished the figures presented in this volunme.

- The figures of the total awards made by divisions are sometimes
unavolidebly misleading. For units which were sbill in the theater on:
30 September 1945, this report shows awards given only up to that date.
For units which departed from the theater prior to 30 September, no
ewards are shown after the date of departure even though it is known
that awards based upon combat operations in this theater were subse-~
quently given upon arrival of unit in the Zone of Interior. For exam~
ple, the 97th Inf Div departed from the theater in May 1945. It is
known that awards were given in the US based upon Buropean combat ope-
rations. Since, however, no report was mede to the European Theater,
this informetion is not in the monthlv thester regorts to the War De-
pariment qnd is net included in this volume.

Many awards, espécially Bronze Sters, were reported to higher
headquarters and incorporsted in the War Department monthly report but
were leter rescinded by lower unit orders, These rescissions were cau=
sed mosily by the transfer of personnel or the discovery that thec wmward
had previously been grénted. Becsuse of the complexity of recording-
each rescission et higher hesdquarters, the AG made no attempt to alter
the original monthly figures. A small margin of error should therefore
be figured in the totuls shown for Bronze Stars. :

Pigures on Purple Heart awards were not used; since & large per-
centage of awards were made in hospitals, records of which were not
cleared through divisions, complete date wos not svaileble.

Records of awards of Congressionel seduals of Honor and Distin-
guished Service Medals wore obtuined from The Adjutant Genernl's Office
licchine Records Broneh, from e special report prepared on 28 Lovember
1945. Becsuse of their late recelpt, they are not shown in the divieion
sion sections, znd sre listed only in Teble J of Part II. ‘

ATTACHMENTS AND DETACHMANTS

‘The informstion contzined in this section was obteined partly
through rescarch by the Historical Section, end partly from lists sub=
mitted by divisions. The following sources were used by Histerical
Section researchers: "After Action Reports"; G-3 periodic reports of
division snd corps; regimental S-3 periodiec reports; field orders, mess
sages, sitreps; letters of 1nstruct10ns and corps troop ass1gnmcnt lists.
lis

Research wes o long end difficult process,’bnd in msny ceoses,
available records did not furnish informetion upon which to base a com=-
plete listing. Because of insufficient records, =nd lack of personnel
to complete the . .search on all 61 divisions in the time sllottéd, o
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request was made to divisions to submit this informstion. Some divi-
sions replied thet they could not furnish lists of ‘attachments and de-
tachments from cvaileble records. Sometimes Iists furnished by divi-
sions were so insdequeote that an entirely new Llst had to be accompli-
shed by Historicsl Section resesrch.

The principel menns of verifying cttrachments and detschments
wes the find sgreement in record between the unit atteched or detnched
end the unit to which it was ,sttached. The volume of work,: however,
involved in the checking of esch attsechment in thet menner would have
precluded the copipletion of this tentative study within the -time allot-
ted.

Assignments and ettechments to higher units were originally

prcparcd from troop n551gnmnnttllsts and “After sction Reports™ of aruies,:

corps, and divisions, in eddition to cerd files maintoined by AG Opera-
tions Division, Hq ETOUSA. The prepared lists were then submitted to
gach division for correction and completion. Upon receipt of corrections
from divisions,. 1ists were egain checked with originels compiled by the
Historicel Section.

Because certain records in the historical section wore evail-
leble corroborstion ef attachments and assignments, the corrections nade
by the division were not accepted without furthur checking.. Where the

division agreed with statements of attechment end sssignmeattin the ori-in

ginsl historiceal ssction report, no further study wes mede. Assignments
were often mede verbally, but recorded leter under » different dete in
pccordance with a written order. If records of verbsl orders wers found
in research, the date of the verbel order was used in this report.-

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~ COuMAND POST LISTS

The initial CP lists were prepared from the following sources:
12th Army Group" G-3 (daily) Reports™; "iafter Action Reports"; Unit His-
tories (of which only six were available); SHAEF" G-3VWer Room Deily
Summeriésf;end "Roster of Key Officers", published monthly by Hg BIOUSA.

One of the primary difficulties involved in preparing the list
of commend posts was the inconsistency of the records in the method of
locating them. SHAEF G-3 Summeries -listed them only by mep grid coor-
dinates. lost other sources indicated CP locations by towns. TIwelfth
hrmy Group G-3 Reports listed grid coordinetes for division CPs, and
indicated higher hesdquerters CPs on the mup accompanying the report.
Units themselves generally referred to their CP locations by relation t

the nearest town. In this volume, the latter method for indicating all
division CPs wus qdopted‘v

The errors 1nvolved in handling =nd trenslating coordinates were
large, as was ‘expected. The tentative lists prepared by the Historical
Scetion were sent to divisions for check. In most cases divisions sub-
mitted entirely new lists, different both in place nemes and dates, in
addition to revealing importent omissions. In view of this, only divis
sion approved lists were incorporated in this volume.

Even the corrécted CP lists submitted by the divisions, however
were inaccurate, Pspeclally with regard to correct spelling of towns, .
and additienal checking was necessery before they could be published.
It was obvious thet meny had been carelessl"‘prepared Cities shown
were often spelled by Americen phonetics without regard to the French
original,

Few divisions named the departments or province of the cities
listeds . The task of identifying cities by departments and provinces
was completed in the Historical Section. Those cities which were ob-
viously misspelled were corrected by a careful study of the division's
route of advance. Some of this had to be informed guesswork, and sone
errors may therefore remain,

The problem of determining the ecorrect geographical subdivision,
nade necessary by the multiplication of the same plece name in a single
country, was further complicated by the fact that many French cities
have compound names but are generally referred to in their own locality
by the first nsme only. - When divisions neglected to give the complete
nene of the city, there was sometimes a possibility of locating it in
the wrong department. The wost dlfflcult case was St. -Aubine. France.
There are sixteen (16) cities nomed St. aubin, plus sixty-one (61) with
nemes including St. Aubin, like St. Aubin Celleville, St Aubin de Cretor,
and St. Aubin sur Yonne,

The towns on the French border in the departments of Moselle,
Bas~Rhin, and Haut-Rhin were sometimes given in German form and some-



times in French. This presented'anoﬁher problem in identifying
the cities with the proper department.

In order to identify towns, without ambiguity, the counties
were named for cities in the United Kingdom; provinces for cities
in the Netherlends, Belgium, Austria and Czechoslovakis; Depart-
ments for French cities; end administrative divisions were shown
for German towns. The Grand Luchy of Luxembourg has no political
subdivisions equivalent in size to provinces or countles,

In Germsny, whsre older peographical divisions. were over-
laid. by Hazl party sdministrative divisions, the nomenclature
as-established by the Third Heich was used,

In cases where the Anglicized spelling of foreign cities
or political subdivisions 1is more easily recognized by the
general reader then is the foreign spelling, the anglicilzed vers-
ion hzs been used. For exesmple, ".unich™ has bLeen used in plece
of "unchen®” and "Bavaria™ in place of “Bayern”. Otherwise the
spelling used is thet recognizsd by the country involved.

] oIt will be noted tihst the dete shown for the initiel Com~
mend Post Locetion doss not usuelly egree with the date shown
for the errival of the division in the theater or the first date
shown for seach Gommend eand Staff officer, ihis may be explained
by the fact that some divislons reportsd UPs wihlch were set up
in esdvance of the arrival of the main vody of division headquart-
ers; whereas, other divisions did not r.port & CF until tho main
body hed actually arrived at the initial CE.
